· to determine the strategy for the further development of lexicography and work out recommendations for the creation of the National Lexicographic Programme;
· to evaluate the process of development of electronic databases in Georgia and the prospects for their application in Georgian lexicography;
· to promote the research into the issues of the history of Georgian lexicography; and
· to facilitate the introduction of new types of dictionaries in Georgia.

Experienced Georgian and foreign lexicographers will deliver plenary lectures on important lexicographical issues. There will also be made presentations of lexicographical projects, electronic and online dictionaries.

· New types of dictionaries;

· History of Georgian lexicography.
The above topics do not exclude other lexicographical (lexicological) issues. Papers and demonstrations that are relevant to the symposium, but do not fit into any of the topics above, will be nevertheless considered for presentation at the symposium.
Within the framework of the symposium, a Round Table discussion will be held on the following topic:

· Electronic corpora and the prospect for their application in Georgian lexicography.
